Mission Trip Objectives:

Student Qualifications for the Mission Trip:

There is a maximum number of students that can represent the College on this trip. Applying to go on the Mission Trip is open to any student at Bon Secours Memorial College of Nursing who is in good standing and is either enrolled in (during Spring Semester in which the trip is planned) or has completed the following courses:

· N101 for Diploma Students
· N2102 and N2103 for BSN Students

Cost of Trip:

Students will be required to contribute $1500 towards the cost of their trip.  Students may solicit donations from friends/family and/or fundraise for these funds under the guidance of the faculty leaders. The following will be required:

· $500 within 2 weeks of acceptance to mission team (approx. October 18th.)        This will allow the purchase of plane tickets.

· $500 on January 17th
· $500 on April 17th
· ALL team members must be active participants in the Annual Mission Auction  held in the spring.

Mission faculty members will offer guidance in the raising of funds for the trip.  
Student Mission Trip Application Steps:

To be considered for one of the student representative positions, the following steps are required:

· Submit the attached application, essay, letters of recommendation, and application donation in one envelope no later than Wednesday, September 14, 2011 to Amy Feurer in office 170.

· Two letters of recommendation from BSMCON faculty, for students who have been enrolled in the college for one year or more. For first year students, please submit two letters of recommendation from outside sources who can speak to your work ethic, desire to help others, community service, etc.

· Non-refundable donation to the Missions Fund of $25 by check, made payable to “Missions Fund.”

· Attend an interview with the selection committee if selected as a finalist.
